Attendance During 2022123: Corporation members achieved an overall attendance rate of 86% for all meetings and 82% for 
Corporation meetings. Reasons for members' non-attendance have been discussed with and accepted by the Search and Governance 
Committee 

The Head of Governance maintains a register of financial and personal interests of the governors. The register is 
available for inspection at the above address during normal office hours. 

All governors can take independent professional advice in the furtherance of their duties at the College's expense 
and have access to the Head of Governance, who is responsible to the Corporation for ensuring compliance with 
all applicable procedures and regulations. The appointment, evaluation and removal of the Head of Governance 
are matters for the Corporation as a whole. The Clerk to the Corporation, Stephen Halls, retired in December 
2022, replaced by Julie Bridges, Head of Governance. 

Formal agendas, papers and reports are supplied to governors in a timely manner prior to Corporation and 
committee meetings. Briefings are provided on an ad hoc basis. 

Except for two staff governors and the Accounting Officer, the Corporation is non-executive and independent of 
management and no individual or group dominates its decision-making process. The Corporation considers that 
each of its non-executive members is independent of management and free from any business or other relationship 
that could materially interfere with the exercise of their independent judgment. 

There is a clear division of responsibility in that the roles of the Chair and Accounting Officer are separate.
